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For 2009, we want to make ACS Oldham Hall (ACS
OH) to be a “safer, less wasteful and cleaner place”
for all boarders. To do so, we have introduced the
‘Daily Floor and Room Sweeps' on all 5 boarder floors
by our full-time staff every weekday morning. The 4-
fold purpose of the Floor & Room Sweep is to check
the following:

a. if boarders are sick or have skipped school or might
have overslept;

b. if boarders' room fans, lights (ceiling and study lamps)
and water-heaters are turn off. (This is to see if we
are practising 4Rs@OH which means to reduce,

re-use, recycle and to respect ~ — so that we are not wasting electricity);

if boarders have shut their room doors when they go to school, and have kept
their personal valuables. (This is to tighten security & to prevent room thefts);
basic standard of cleanliness and hygiene of boarders’ rooms.

We are pleased to see an improvement in each of the areas, and we hope that
our boarders will cooperate and play their part in making ACS OH “safer, less
wasteful and cleaner”.

Yet despite our reminders, | am sad to say that Thefts are still going on — of money,
wallets and electronic items. Why is this so? Are we not a family as we like to call
ourselves as ‘OHana’ which is Hawaiian for family’? | had recently given an Assembly
talk to all boarders about ‘Stealing & Theft'. | explained that there are several levels
of security in ACS OH as follows:
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‘main entrance glass door’;
‘slass door at the main entrance lobby leading to the 2nd floor lift lobby’;
‘individual floor lift lobby glass door’. (Without an authorized electronic card,
a visitor would not be able to enter into ACS OH by himself/herself.)
